Thousands of  chi ldren receive f ree or re-
duced pr ice breakfast  and lunch at  school , 
but  of ten go hungry on weekends. These 
children are from famil ies that l ive more 
than 185% below the poverty level ,  thus 
qual i fy ing for  food assistance through fed-
eral ly funded programs in schools.  Frank-
ly,  when school  ends, so do their  meals.

WHAT GOES IN OUR BACKPACKS

Every Friday we provide these kids with 
a bag of food  that  contains 3,000 -  3,500 
calor ies wi th 100 grams of  protein and 
150% of the dai ly al lowance of  calc ium 
and 300% of v i tamin C. We are mindful  to 
not provide i tems that require refr igera-
t ion,  stoves, dishes or f latware.  Addi t ion-
al ly the bags of  food weigh less than 5 
pounds for ease of  carry ing for our young 
recipients.

I t  has been shown that chi ldren who are 
part  of  these programs have had test 
score increases in Math up to 23% and 
Reading 30% .  Absenteeism and
behavioral issues decreased by up to 
40% after their  f i rst  year of  part ic ipat ion.
